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Whenever Jesus shows up, things change. That’s a basic 
principle in the Gospels. It’s a basic principle in human 
life. Change can be difficult and it can be painful, espe-
cially for those who have the most to lose. In today’s Gos-
pel, Jesus is confronted by the Pharisees and the Herodi-
ans, the spiritual leaders of the day because Jesus’ pres-
ence and teaching threatens to overthrow the status quo. 
As a consequence, the Pharisees and Herodians try to 
figure out a way to get Jesus out of the picture because 
they’re afraid of the change that he represents. 
They attempt to discredit or implicate him in a crime 
against the Roman Empire by presenting him with a catch
-twenty-two, an impossible dilemma. They ask him, “Is it 
lawful to pay taxes to Caesar, or not? (Mt 22:17).” If he 
answers “it is lawful to pay taxes,” then he undermines his 
moral authority by supporting the oppression of his peo-
ple by the gentile nation of Rome. In short, it makes him a 
traitor to his people. On the other hand, if Jesus answers 
in the negative that the Jews should not pay taxes to the 
empire, then he can be charged with the capital crime of 
sedition against the Roman Empire. It’s an impossible 
question to answer. And yet all the human wisdom in the 
world is nothing in the face of Divine Wisdom incarnate, 
Jesus Christ. He responds, “Repay to Caesar what be-
longs to Caesar and to God what belongs to God (Mt 
22:22).”  
There is irony here. Whereas the coin is stamped with the 
“image” of Caesar, the human person is stamped with the 
image of God (cf Gen 1:26-27). So what belongs to the 
political ruler of the day? Taxes. What belongs to God? 
The whole person and every dimension of human life. 
Jesus claim over each of us is total, because he is God 
the Son, and we bear his mark, his very image. We be-
long to Jesus. The question I need to ask myself is this: 
“Will I give myself totally over to Jesus and embrace all its 
consequences or will I reject him because I’m comfortable 
with the status quo?”
